"Fats" Waller, Louis Armstrong, Billie Holiday and other jazz greats.  

On Sunday June 22 from 2:00-4:00 pm, Sarah McLawler will be featured in the 15th 

annual Harlem Meer Performance Festival.  McLawler, known for her vocals and Hammond 

organ playing will appear with her all women band, Les Femmes Jazz.
